There's Sheepy Parva
and Sheepy Magna in Lancashire, Greedy Gut in Somerset, No Place in
Derbyshire. There is always something to keep people entertained during their
trip!

B. England is part of the British Isles and a large archipelago off the coast of
Europe. It is not a very big country. In fact, you could fit all the United Kingdom,
that is, England, Wales, Scotland, and Northern Ireland, inside Texas, the USA,
over 2.8 times. So, it shouldn’t come as too much of a surprise to know that you
are never far from the sea when you are in England. In fact, even if you are
standing in the very center of the country, you are still no more than 70 miles
away from the coast. What a shame that the English weather doesn't often
encourage a beach day!

C. Badgers are not always farmer’s best friends, but Badger Watch farm in
deepest rural Dorset has decided to exploit rather than fight Britain's cutest
large mammals. Extremely difficult to spot, a badger seen in the wild is an
unforgettable experience. Two specially designed hides at Badger Watch Dorset
offer one of the best chances of finding one. Each hide can be booked privately
for up to eight people, from 6.30 pm until the lights are shut off at midnight.
Alongside badgers, the hides offer a good chance of seeing foxes, deer, and
rabbits.
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D. Holidays are the best opportunity to explore the UK and overseas territories,
spending quality time with family or friends including a four-legged one. In fact,
holidays are the best excuse to go on some nice dog adventure and give your
dog the best time. To plan your perfect holiday, it's a matter of finding a place
suitable for dogs. The good news is that there is more choice than you may
think. We found that almost all holiday accommodation and hotels have a filter
which you can use to navigate your options, although some are better
presented than others.

Edible Gold

| like to think of myself as an open-minded person, someone who is tolerant to
those with different beliefs, however wacky they may seem to me. Every rule has
its exceptions, though.

A few years ago while traveling in England, | met a woman who asked me if I'd
heard of edible gold. | replied that | had, as I'd seen a TV show about chefs using
gold leaves as a decorative but edible garnish on dishes. | assumed that's what
she was talking about. But she seemed very surprised and in a hushed,
conspiratorial tone, began excitedly talking about how the ancient Egyptians
had discovered that by eating powdered gold, one could become immortal.
Very clearly, she believed this too. OK. | felt that all my good intentions of
open-mindedness went out the window — that was just way too strange for me.

Later, when | consulted Google to see if | could learn more about this
outrageous claim, | was shocked and dismayed to find thousands of Web pages
describing, with great seriousness, a miraculous substance usually referred to as
white powder gold. Even though | can't claim the slightest expertise in this
esoteric field, | thought I'd make an attempt to distil the essence of these
claims for your consideration.

Let's begin with culinary gold. If you walk into your nearest gourmet supply
store, you can probably find, for about US$20, a box of gold leaf manufactured
expressly to enable you to impress your friends at your next dinner party. These
unbelievably thin pieces of nearly pure gold add an impressive touch to
chocolates, soups, sushi, or just about anything else you can think of. Because
the quantity of gold is so small, the price is reasonable; yet these gold highlights
make a meal appear to be extravagant and give restaurants an excuse to charge
exorbitant prices.

Some purveyors of mineral supplements sell a gold colloid: a suspension of
extremely tiny particles of metallic gold in water. In a gold colloid, each particle
contains nine atoms of gold. Its daily dose is enough to provide a wide range of
health benefits. Here, at least, there is some research behind it. A few studies
found the product to be effective in managing rheumatoid arthritis and also,
intriguingly, increasing 1.Q. scores. These claims are at least plausible.

Our next step is one decidedly outside the realm of scientific certainty. David
Hudson, a farmer living in Arizona, was trying to extract gold and silver from the
tailings of an abandoned mine in the Mmid-1970s. In the process, he found a
mysterious substance that defied analysis, despite years of experimentation by
reputable laboratories, undertaken at great personal expense. Hudson
eventually concluded the white powder was gold in a monatomic state and it
has some amazing properties: when heated it can levitate and has a long list of
incredible health benefits.

Hudson even received patents in Britain and Australia, though not in the USA. |
should interject that the awarding of a patent does not mean that a
government agency has successfully reproduced the invention in question, or
even that they have validated it as being scientifically sound. Interested in
alchemy, Hudson became convinced that his white powder gold was the stuff of
many legends. He equated it with “the philosopher’s stone”, and “the food of the
gods”, among other things. Hudson believed he had rediscovered an ancient
alchemical formula. And, naturally, numerous companies sell solid or liquid
forms of “white powder gold” supposedly created using variants of Hudson's
recipe.

Tavistock: Devon at its best

Tavistock is situated in the quiet and beautiful valley of
the River Tavy on the western slopes of Dartmoor. It is
close to the Devon border with Cornwall, standing as the
IMPRESSIVE western gateway for more than one
thousand years.

In 974 the Benedictine Abbey was founded. From these
early years when the great abbey was built to today,
Tavistock has seen many FANTASTIC events and many
outstanding people, such as Sir Francis Drake or John
Pym “father of English democracy”.

Tavistock Abbey grew and developed quickly. The Abbey
church was EXTREMELY big and magnificent. The Abbey
was renowned for its wealth, hospitality and learning. The
surprising prosperity of the town from wool was such that
it was granted a Market Charter from Henry | in 1105. The
weekly market still takes place every Friday.

In 1796 copper was discovered and with this discovery the
town started to grow rapidly. Tavistock could be described
as the “Klondyke” of England of that time. The town was
surrounded by mining activity. Tavistock was a very
popular attraction for many ADVENTURERS .
