A. Tattoos are surprisingly popular in different parts of the globe. The oldest
tattooed person, the so-called Iceman in a frozen mummy found in the Alps in
1991. The frozen man, aged more than 5000 years, has 57 tattoos! The scientists
think that they were created with some sharp instruments like thorns, and ash from
fireplace was used instead of ink. There’s also a theory that Iceman’s tattoos were
made for medical reasons rather than for any other reason.

B. Medical tattoos mark the places where acupuncture needles need to be used,
however, that reason for getting a tattoo is rare. Tattooing for religious and spiritual
reasons happens much more often. Soldiers and sailors get tattoos in memory of
their battles and journeys. Some people tattoo the names of those they love, and
some get tattoos for no reason at all, just because they think it's cool.

C. There are lots of tattooing techniques. Some tribes in Africa make cuts on the
body and rub ash into them. Tattooists may also work with sharpened sticks or
animal bones the procedure is painful and not at all hygienic. In modern studios
electric machines are usually used. They have one or more needles that quickly go
in and out of the skin. The machine has ink containers and the ink gets into the
skin via the needles. For safety reasons the needles should only be used once.

D. In the past, tattoo ink was made from tree bark, ash and coal dust. Later, pen
ink was often used. Today, the inks produced by factories are usually made of
metal salts and metal oxides. Heavy metals are used for colouring too: cadmium
gives red and orange shades, aluminum — green and violet, cobalt — blue, titanium
— white. There's no need to say that heavy metals may cause allergies and some far
more serious diseases, cancer included.
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E. Parents may get outraged by their children's desire for tattoos and they've got
good reasons to get panicky — apart from ink related risks, getting tattoos is
associated with the risk of infection. Anything from skin infections to tube culosis
and even AIDS can be transmitted via the instruments. If the tattooist ignores strict
hygienic requirements, like using fresh ink for each session, changingloves after
each stage of tattooing or disinfecting the furniture, the client may catch a very
serious disease.

F. Another reason against permanent tattoos is... their permanent character. You
may like it now but people tend to change their preferences. A safe alternative is a
temporary tattoo which lasts for only a few weeks. Their main advantage is that
the skin is not damaged — the tattoo artist just applies henna on it. This type of
tattoos is popular with fashion models who care for their bodies and don't want
them to get damaged.

G. The actress Amy Taylor says that she got her tattoo when she was sixteen. She
thought it was cool, but several years later the tattoo became a nuisance. Amy
wanted to get it removed. She believed that modern technologies like laser
treatment could do it easily but the doctors warned her that the tattoo wouldn't be
fully removed anyway. The treatment is usually long, expensive and rather painful
— getting the tattoo is much easier.

Walls and wall building have played a very important role in Chinese culture.
From the Neolithic period to the Communist Revolution, walls were an essential
part of any village and town. Not only towns and villages but the houses and the
temples within them were somehow walled, and the houses also had no windows
overlooking the street, (A) . The name for in Chinese (ch'eng) means
wall', and over these walled cities, villages, houses and temples presides the god
of walls and mounts, whose duties were, and still are, (B) . Thus a
great and extremely laborious task such as constructing a wall, (C) ,
must not have seemed such an absurdity.
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However, it is indeed a common mistake to perceive the Great Wall as a
single architectural structure, and it would also be erroneous to assume that it was
built during a single dynasty. The building of the wall spanned the various
dynasties, and each of thesedynasties somehow contributed to the construction of
the Great Wall, (D) .

The role that the Great Wall played in the growth of Chinese economy was
an important one. Throughout the centuries many settlements were established
along the new border. The garrison troops were instructo reclaim wasteland and to
plant crops on it, roads and canals were built, (E) . All these
undertakings greatly helped to increase the country's trade and cultural exchange
with many remote areas. Builders, garrisons, artisans, farmers and peasants left
behind a trail of objects, including inscribed tablets, household articles, and written
work, which have become extremely valuable archaeological evidence to the study
of defence institutions of the Great Wall and the everyday life of those people

Great Grandad

It was a funny thing, a surprising thing, that brought Grandad back to me. It
was algebra.

I collided with algebra in my first year at secondary school, and it sent me
reeling. The very word itself seemed sinister, a word from black magic.
Algebracadabra. Algebra messed up one of those divisions between things that
help you make sense of the world and keep it tidy. Letters make words; figures
make numbers. They had no business getting tangled up together. Those as and bs
and xs and ys with little numbers floating next to their heads, those brackets and
hooks and symbols, all trying to conceal an answer, not give you one. I'd sit there
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in my own little darkness watching it dawn on the faces of my classmates. Their
hands would go up — “Miss! Miss!” — and mine never did. The homework
reduced me to tears.

“I don’t see the point of it,” I wailed. “I don’t know what it’s for!”

Grandad, as it turned out, liked algebra, did know what it was for. But he sat
opposite me and didn’t say anything for a while. Considering my problem in that
careful, expressionless way of his.

Eventually he said, “Why do you do PE at school?” “What?” “PE. Why do
they make you do it?”

“Because they hate us?” I suggested.

“And the other reason?”

“To keep us fit, I suppose.”

“Physically fit, yes.” He reached across the table and put the first two fingers
of each hand on the sides of my head.

“There is also mental fitness, isn’t there?”

I can explain to you why algebra is useful. But that is not what algebra is
really for.” He moved his fingers gently on my temples. “It’s to keep what is in
here healthy. PE for the head. And the great thing is you can do it sitting down.
Now, let us use these little puzzles here to take our brains for a jog.”

And it worked. Not that | ever enjoyed algebra. But | did come to see that it
was possible to enjoy it. Grandad taught me that the alien signs and symbols of
algebraic equations were not just marks on paper. They were not flat. There were
three-dimensional, and you could approach them from different directions, look at
them from different angles, stand them on their heads. You could take them apart
and put them together in a variety of shapes, like Lego. | stopped being afraid of
them.

I didn’t know it at the time, of course, but those homework sessions were a
breakthrough in more ways than one. If Grandad had been living behind an
invisible door, then algebra turned out to be the key that opened it and let me in.
And what I found wasn’t the barren tumbleweed landscape that I’d imagined. It
was not like that at all.

I’d known for a long time that he was fond of puzzles. When I was younger
he used to send me letters with lots of the words replaced by pictures or numbers.
They always ended 02U, which meant Love to you, because zero was ‘love’ in
tennis. He was often disappointed when I couldn’t work them out. Or couldn’t be
bothered to. Now | discovered that Grandad’s world was full of mirages and
mazes, or mirrors and misleading signs. He was fascinated by riddles and codes
and conundrums and labyrinths, by the origin of place names, by grammar, by
slang, by jokes — although he never laughed at them — by anything that might
mean something else. He lived in a world that was slippery, changeable, fluid.

The festival has now become very popular and attracts many thousands of
